With 220,000 visitors from 140 countries (+5% compared to the previous year) and 1,900 exhibitors from 49
countries (+5% YoY), IFA 2025 underscored its role as the world's leading trade show for consumer and
home electronics. The number of B2B visitors from Japan increased by a total of 58% compared to 2024.



Particular growth was recorded in the future-oriented areas of computing & gaming, content creation, digital
health & beauty tech and smart home.

The IFA Sommergarten once again proved to be a magnet for visitors - with live concerts, podcasts and a
sold-out opening night that successfully appealed to Generations Z and Alpha in particular.

With over 4,400 accredited journalists and content creators, IFA 2025's media presence achieved a total
reach of over 301 bn - 46% in Germany and 54% internationally.

IFA Next - the platform for start-ups, research and innovation - brought together 260 exhibitors from 28
countries this year. Once again, it served as a stage for pioneering technologies and sustainable solutions in
the fields of Al, loT, smart living and sustainability.

The IFA Innovation Awards honoured the best products and concepts that combine technological excellence
with social relevance, sending a strong signal about the innovative strength of the exhibitors.

IFA 2026 takes place from 4-8 September 2026 in Berlin.
